THE BAPTISM OF JESUS 
 

In this Sunday’s Gospel Jesus is baptized in the 
Jordan by his cousin John the Baptist. 
  In our Catholic faith there are seven 
Sacraments. Sacraments are signs of Grace instituted 
by Christ and entrusted to the Church by which 
Divine Life is given. The Sacred Scriptures contain the 
Word of God and are divinely inspired; therefore, we 
look to the Scriptures to see the origin of the 
Sacraments. 
  Jesus gave his church the Sacrament of 
Baptism when he told the Apostles “To go and make 
disciples of all nations and to baptise them in the 
name of the Father and the Son and the Holy Spirit” 
MT 28: 18‐20. 
  The sign of the Sacrament is when the priest 
or deacon says while pouring the water “I baptize 
you in the name of the Father, Son and Holy Spirit”. 
Water is the chosen symbol, because it is so 
important in our lives. Our bodies are largely water. 
Water is the essence of our survival. We are 
refreshed by water and it brings life and growth. 
  Oil an ancient symbol is ever new. It heals, 
nourishes, energizes and beautifies. In the baptismal 
ceremony two different oils are used to signify that 
God will always be present to strengthen, heal and 
make beautiful.
