+* A MESSAGE FROM THE PASTOR

Mary and the Trinity

Today, we celebrate a special feast praising God as the Father, the
Son, and the Holy Spirit. While we know that God is infinitely
greater than we are, there is one quality we have received from
God that remains at the centre of the divine mystery: a perfection
of relationship within the very life of God. Indeed, relationship
itself is the centre and axis of our own lives as well. God’s love
showers all creation. Like solar flares gathered by the earth’s poles
and manifested in the aurora borealis, God’s love is everywhere
and, when gathered, shimmers and dances — a foretaste for us
of the glory to come.

If May 3 1st were not a Sunday this year, we would be celebrating
the Visitation of Mary, one of my favourite feasts. Mary
travelled to visit her cousin Elizabeth. This encounter was also a
communion of Jesus and John the Baptist — the beginning for
us of the pathway of salvation. Neither Elizabeth nor Mary, like
all mothers, knew what was to follow. What they did know was
that God was providing for them and that they had privileged
vocations that would gradually be revealed.

They shared their joy while accompanying one another through
dramatic changes in their lives. For me, this is a great feast of
hope. The Lord is also at work within us and in privileged ways.
Especially for those of us in the midst of change, we can look to
Mary and Elizabeth, to Jesus and John the Baptist, and see the
unfolding of God’s plan beginning to reveal itself. We, too, are
part of the salvation story, and it continues to unfold in our lives.

Through the intercession of Mary, Elizabeth, Zechariah, and John
the Baptist, may we become ever more united to the life-giving
love of Christ, breathed upon us once again this past Easter.
